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RULES OF quarantine in CUSTOMER barrier

Target group
Scanbur service engineers and other Scanbur personnel who needs to access customer barrier.

Introduction

The laboratory animals must only be infected via the test performed, not via unintended infection from the surroundings, a visitors or the animal room. Therefore the risk of unwanted infections must be reduced to an absolute minimum.

One of the most common sources of infection is induced by visitors, their tools/equipment or other elements brought into the barrier.

Visitors on official business inside the barrier MUST follow the local instructions. Normally access to the barrier requires:

· Undressing

· Showering (incl. shampooing)

· Towel drying

· Changing into special clothes and footwear (handed out on-site)

Tools/equipment must be sterilized, if possible autoclaved.

Before visiting the customer/barrier

It is the responsibility of the visitor to obtain information about local rules of quarantine (preferably in writing). Also it is the visitor’s responsibility to meet these local rules.

Plan the visit and make sure to meet/respect all local rules of quarantine.

On arrival with the customer/barrier

Make sure to meet the access requirements and inquire in case of uncertainty. Inquire for customer’s acknowledgement that all local rules of quarantine have been meet before entering the barrier. Especially make sure that tools/equipment does not pose a risk of infection.

In order to prevent any unnecessary concern, inform the customer of when you last visited an animal area. 

While working inside the barrier

Avoid contact or interaction with the animals, avoid making noise and avoid any actions which may stress the animals.

When exiting the barrier
Once the task is completed the visit is ended a.s.a.p. 

Any local instructions on how to exit the barrier must be meet, and any special clothes and footwear (which was handed out on-site) is returned. 

A service report or other documentation is handed to the person in charge a.s.a.p.
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
